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After becoming fairly familiar with the .NET environment, jumping into Visual Basic was not terribly challenging. Creating GUI applications via Visual Studio is virtually the same in Visual Basic as it is with C++ or C#. The underlying code structure is similar, but the syntax for VB was new. I found it hard to stop putting semi-colons (;) at the end of statements, and the structure of control structures and looping structures required an adjustment.

I found that the sections on database connectivity and ASP.NET to particularly interesting as these topics actually tied together virtually everything (technical) we had learned from that point on. These topics tied SQL to GUI programming, Web access via modified GUI programs and more!

My independent research project on socket programming in VB rounded out what I wanted to know, although with continued use of the language, I think that I will learn a great deal more and hopefully become an accomplished VB programmer.


From all of the languages learned this semester in the .NET environment, I can see myself choosing Visual Basic over the others because of it’s simple syntax, quick compile time, small compiled file size, and flexibility.
